Introduction 

This is a compulsory MEQ (Quebec Ministry of Education) course that students must pass with a final mark of 60% or higher. It is needed to complete the ministry's high school leaving requirements. Some of our students will be beginning this course at the Grade 9 level in order to ensure their success. This course goes into great depth about the history of the founding of Canada and life during its first 100 years. The student goes on to learn about the history of Quebec and Canada during WWI and WWII and also some of the social issues facing Canadians in the twentieth century.
